Vale and farewell

A couple of farewells need to be extended for some Gippsland legends no longer with us
since the end of 2011.

We attended the funeral at Stratford of Doug Treasure, former president of the Mountain
Cattlemen’s Association of Victoria. The Stratford
led by family on horseback. Even the undertaker had to laugh at the revelation of how Doug
had managed to barter a discounted coffin!

We also note the passing — at 101 — of Ken Sillcock, who began his working life on horseback
as he herd-tested hilltop dairy herds between Yarram and Mirboo North. He rose through the
DPI to retire as deputy chief of the dairying division. Among his achievements were the
introduction of farmer-led discussion groups in 1949 and establishing the Dairyfarming Digest.
There was a full obituary, supported by the Gardiner Foundation, in The Age on January 19.

Dairy fertility to the fore for Gardiner

The Gardiner Foundation is making fertility its priority funding issue for 2012 following a
review of dairy herd reproductive performance in Victoria. The report confirmed that fertility in
seasonally calving herds has been declining and suggests this might be associated with a
change in timing of ovulation relative to onset of oestrus. This has important implications for
the timing of insemination. The report also noted that while cross-breeding might improve
reproductive performance, it does not solve the underlying problem. Protein test for individual
cows continues to be a factor that is positively associated with submission rate and
conceptionrate.

DPI data indicates a higher proportion of rabbits have antibodies to the biological control
agent RHDV, released in 1995-96. However, a sustained reduction in rabbit populations is
occurring where broad scale destruction of rabbit warrens has taken place.
