DPI research gets manure movement down pat

Scientists from Victoria’s Department of Primary Industries (DPI) have discovered a new way
to measure how manure decays, giving the dairy industry insights into curbing nutrient loss.
The Australian/US study has developed a way to simulate animal manure decomposition and
assimilation into soil, enabling more accurate prediction of how dung releases nutrients,
notably phosphorus (P) and how the nutrient can be lost in run-off. Scientists aim to help
farmers retain useful nutrients in their soils and prevent them leaching into waterways and
develop more accurate whole-farm nutrient mapping.

Program takes control of foxes and wild dogs

Strong partnerships between the Southern Ark Team Landcare, Parks Victoria, DSE’s Forest
Rangers and DPI's Wild Dog Controllers have seen the delivery of Community Baiting
Programs (CBP) across East Gippsland in spring 2011. Overall, 7780 baits were laid by 91
landowners across 43,400 ha on private land and Government Agency staff laid 3600 baits
across 92,700 on adjoining public land.
Results are still being collated but the average take so far is around 15% which means over
1500 poison baits taken by foxes and wild dogs — well over 500 pest animals destroyed.
In 2012 Southern Ark and partners will coordinate autumn and spring baiting programs and
will again provide training in February to landowners who are not 1080 accredited.

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Staggering discovery to prevent livestock deaths

Ground breaking research by Victorian scientists has provided the key to eliminating ryegrass
staggers in livestock. DPI researchers used $2.5m mass spectrometry equipment to unlock
the secrets of endophytes, or fungi, found in many pasture grasses.
The research means DPI scientists now know which endophytes can be safely added to
pasture grass seeds to improve pasture productivity without risking stock health to ryegrass
staggers, a condition which occurs when stock graze on pastures with grasses containing
fungal endophytes which produce certain harmful chemicals. However, the fungi also protect

the plant and help to boost pasture productivity. Project leader Professor German

Spangenberg said seed companies were already inoculating pasture seed with fungi which
were known to reduce the risk of staggers while also increasing pasture productivity.
